Falls Freshmen!  The idea for this event came from a collaborative effort
last year when Jr. High Counselors felt that 9th graders would benefit
from a more hands-on and relevant experience regarding their next stage
for high school scheduling and to build upon their awareness of the world
of work.

SCHEDULE

If there is a weather related delay
on a Tuesday-Friday, we will run
a Monday school day schedule,
with classes starting at 9:30am
(90-minutes later than a
Tuesday-Friday schedule). 

If a weather related delay occurs
on a Monday, classes will still
start at 9:30am, the only
difference is teachers will not
have their collaborative team
time.

If there is a weather related delay
on a Monday-Friday, buses will
be run 90-minutes later than a
Tuesday-Friday bus schedule.
Not a Monday 90-minute late start
bus schedule.
